Development is needed in all countries - also in Norway. Children's rights are being violated in our own country. Children are victims to racism and discrimination. Several young people feel disempowered, even though the UN Convention on the rights of the Child states that they have the right to be heard.

Young people have to fight for the  rights of the child, and  you can’t sit on the fence and wait for other people to save the world - you have to do an effort yourself.  Redd Barna has an offer for you, but it will also make demands on you.  

If you can prove you can do youth work well in Norway, we offer to train you in Uganda to do it even better.

There is a lot for you to learn in Uganda. In order to know yourself, you need to meet new situations and new challenges.  What are your strengths and weakness?  Do you have hidden abilities and talents? Test yourself. In Uganda there are people who can teach you new and exciting things. You will learn about religion, politics, history, rural life, development problems and solutions.  Above all, you will experience the life situation of children and youth and people's amazing ability to survive in spite of all difficulties.

For Redd Barna development is child and youth development.  This is the real developmental challenge in Uganda  and at home in Norway - therefore we invite Norwegian youth to participate in our ;

This is what we offer you:

1.
First you have to send us an application. If your application is approved, you will be invited for a recruitment interview (which will be in English).  The interviews will in week 41  and 42. If you are accepted for the program, you will sign a contract with Redd Barna that will specify your economic and other obligations, as well as a statement that you will behave in accordance with Redd Barna's Code of Conduct.  When the contract is returned to us with your signature, we will send you information, which you have to read carefully.  The information will prepare you for your arrival in Uganda.  You will stay in Uganda for 3 months. 

2.
Before arrival in Uganda you will go through a part-time preparatory period consisting of 4 - 5 workshops. During this period you will learn about Uganda, development issues, children's rights and cross-cultural communication. You will experience how Redd Barna and PRESS work and you will find out what we - and you - need to do to reach a much larger number of children and youth when you return from your training in Uganda. During this preparatory period you will also receive a theoretical challenge from Uganda and a practical challenge from PRESS. You will handle these challenges in groups.

3. In January 2000, you will start your voyage of discovery in Uganda. You will attend the course in Uganda together with Ugandan young people. In the beginning of the training you will get an introduction to Uganda with its history, religion and political and economical situation. You will then get an insight in children's rights and responsibilities. You will learn how the macro economic system leads to  poverty and how poverty affects the lives of children. 

Redd Barna uses different methods to improve the situation for children. Some of these methods are participatory methods like street drama and PRA - Participatory Rural Appraisal. These methods are developed by people in the south, but are now being used in our part of the world as well. You will be trained in these methods and during this training you  will live in a village and share community development problems together with the inhabitants of that village. 

5.
For about two weeks you will stay in the field to see how Redd Barna and our partners work. Then you will get an opportunity to use what you have learnt so far and to achieve new knowledge and experiences.

6. You will also have some time to go travelling on your own. This you will organise yourself.

7.
During the last week of your stay in Uganda you will prepare for your return to Norway. You will find out how you can transfer your new knowledge to Norwegian youth. 

8.     When you return to Norway you will get further assistance with your 

your work.  You will go through a 6 months part-time obligatory service where you get an opportunity to use what you have learnt.

The Ugandan participants will come to Norway to join you in 


parts of the  work you do here.
